This is a FORMAL grade for the 4th quarter (200 points). Students will demonstrate their speaking (100 point) and writing/visual (100 points) skills. Students can use ALL vocabulary learned in Spanish class. Students will assume they work on the “Weather Channel” and have to inform Qué tiempo hace? Each student will have the opportunity to verbally present the weather forecast for the day in any particular city. Although students are working in groups, it is an INDIVIDUAL project. Students can work with group members to share ideas and rehearse the presentation.

· Write a rough script/draft with the following information.

· Greetings (Hola, buenas tardes, buenas noches)
· Introduce yourself (Me llamo ….. Soy…
· Day, time and date. (Hoy es lunes, 15 de enero. Son las doce del mediodía)
· Say where you are (country and city name). En Charlotte, Carolina del Norte….)
· Explain what’s the weather like in your location. Qué tiempo hace? (Hace mucho calor y hace buen tiempo)
· Include the season (primavera, invierno, verano, otoño).
· You can include the weather for the rest of the week (El lunes hace frío, el martes está nublado, el miércoles hace calor….)
· Make a visual for support. Create a poster showing your weather forecast.
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· Exchange scripts with any member of the group for peer-editing. Make corrections based on your partner’s comments.
· Rehearse your forecast with your partner. Provide your partner with feedback regarding the content, accuracy, and presentation of the forecast.
· Present to the class
· Attach Rubric for assessment (Speaking and Writing)
